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The CELEBRATION OF LIFE is a wonderful way to celebrate a birthday by honoring a child's life and accomplishments. About a week before your child's birthday, you will be given a set of picture frames. Please put one birth photo, one at 1 year old, one at 2 years old, etc.,(One for each year of life)  in the appropriate frame and then tell us the story of your child's life.  The story of your child's life will be read during the celebration. The following is a sample story for you and your child to work on together, selecting pictures and telling your child's story.

You will continue the story up the age your child will be on their birthday, filling in the events and memorable moments in their life. Some suggestions are names of their pets and how many siblings they have. You are writing a mini-biography of your child's life up to now. Just tell us their life story!

The CELEBRATION OF LIFE is done on a circle. A candle is lit to represent the moment of birth. Your child will walk around the circle once for each year of their life. The children say "The Earth goes around the sun and now he/she is one", each time a full circle is made the age the child would be after completing the circle again, is said. 

The story of your child's life will be read and at the end of the of the celebration, your child may serve a special treat. Some suggestions are: low sugar treats such as potato chips and dip, oatmeal cookies, grapes, cheese and crackers, pudding, Jell-O cups or ice cream cups. It is sometimes difficult for the children to eat cake or cupcakes while sitting on the circle as they tend to crumble easily. Cupcakes baked in ice cream cones are a fun and easy to eat treat.

The CELEBRATION OF LIFE is a very special occasion to honor your child's life. You are welcome to join by reading your child's story to the class. If you are unable to attend, a teacher will read the story. In either case, we thank you for your help in making your child's CELEBRATION OF LIFE a meaningful and memorable event.

On the following pages you will learn a few things we feel are important to share with you about your school. Please read the pages carefully and be sure you understand each one. Included in this packet is our school calendar which can also be found on our website. www.gracemontessorischool.org

We encourage you to pay close attention to each month and any events that will be happening. We WILL send home notes in cubbies as well, to keep you informed about what will be taking place each month during the school year.

Let's get started:

We work with paint, Play Dough, sand, water, we do experiments and we cook. We have outdoor play every day. We do provide aprons for indoor activities if needed, however, when the children play outside their clothing is not covered. Please keep these things in mind when you help your child choose their clothing for school each day.  
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Here are some suggestions for packing your child's lunch. These are only a few examples of healthy foods you can pack in your child's lunch. Remember, each child should have 4 to 5 servings of fruits and vegetables every day.

Proteins/Dairy:

Sandwich meat: Ham, turkey, bologna, salami, chicken

Cheese: sticks, slices, cubes, cottage cheese

Yogurt: (no go-gurt please)

Pizza: personal size, microwave able, meat, cheese or veggie
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Soup: veggies, noodles, meat or chili - microwave able

Pepperoni: slices

Beans: pinto, kidney, lentils etc.

with or without meat

Chicken breast

Hamburger

Hot dog

Steak or roast

Tuna or chicken salad

Salad with meat and cheese

Home made spaghetti

Here's a good tip: If your child loved their dinner the night before, you can be sure they will love it as lunch the next day.

Vegetables: Baby carrots, celery, green beans, corn, peas, snap peas. cherry tomatoes. Also include some dip if the vegetable is dip able.

Fruit: fresh fruit is best or low sugar in the cups. Apples, pears, bananas, strawberries, kiwi, nectarines, plums, peaches, oranges, grapes, blueberries, raspberries

Snacks: Pretzels, goldfish, multi grain cheerios, graham crackers of any variety, sandwich crackers with cheese (no peanut butter please) animal crackers, raisins, granola bars (no nuts please), trail mix (no nuts please) Olives of any kind

Beverages: Milk or water is preferred. Please remember that eating real, fresh fruit is better than drinking a juice drink that says it is 100% juice. 100% juice drinks are higher in sugar than fresh fruit. We will provide water to those children who do not have a beverage in their lunch.

Discipline At Grace Montessori School

Ground rules protect the rights and liberty of each individual child and the group as a whole. They promote the internalization of pre-social behaviors and values including:


* Self control of impulses.


* Consideration of others


* A sense of responsibility for oneself and the welfare of the group.
Ground rules can help to make life at school easier, make the days run more smoothly, enable children to be more independent and help to develop responsibility.

The number of ground rules is generally kept to a minimum, stated and presented in a positive manner with an emphasis on safety, respect for others, respect for environment and the results benefit all members of the group.

Here is a list for some typical, often automatic ground rules used in our Montessori Combination classrooms:


* Each child chooses a material to use from the shelf and takes it to a

               suitable table, floor or other designated work space


* Each child is free to use the materials as long as they like and as long as 

              they are treating the materials in a respectful manner.


* After using the material, the child returns it to its place on the shelf in the 

               same condition in which is was found, for the next child to use it.


* Each child will restore the environment, clean up spills and messes, roll 

               up their rugs before returning them to the designated area, push in 

               chairs and leave the environment around them, just as they found it 

               after each activity.


* Each child is free to work alone and is never forced to share an activity 

               which they have chosen first, with another child.


* Each child has the right to choose not to do any activity or work with 

              any of the materials. If a child chooses not to work, a Teacher will guide

              them and give choices of materials in order to help guide the child in 

              choosing which materials they would like to work with. 

Many other common grounds rules are established to ensure safety when special equipment is being used, when traveling as a group or when staying within supervised areas. 

Grace Montessori School Discipline Plan

The word discipline carries a meaning, "Trained in orderliness". It is our desire to have a program that is well defined so the children will know what is expected of them, thus, "Trained in orderliness". A routine that will produce self-discipline is a major goal. We use positive discipline by planning ahead:


* Anticipate and eliminate problems


* Have in place a well planned daily schedule


* Having basic ground rules that are explained to the children and 

 
  understood by the adults.
We use positive discipline by intervening when necessary:


* Re-direct to a new activity to change the focus of the child's 

              behavior.


* Provide individualized attention to help the child deal with each 

              particular situation.


* Provide acceptable ways to release feelings.


* Divert the child and remove them from the area of conflict. Speak to the 

              child privately when there has been any disobedience to be sure that 

              he/she understands why the teaching is correcting them. If this does not

              take care of the problem, after the child has been reminded a sufficient 

              number of times, the child is asked to be seated outside the group

              activity. After a few minutes have passed, the child is asked to rejoin the 

              group.

We use positive discipline by catching the child is good. Responding to and reinforcing the positive behavior, we acknowledge or praise the child which allows them to know that we approve of their behavior at that time.


* Provide positive reinforcement for good behavior.


* Overlook small annoyances and deliberately ignore provocations.


* Appreciate the child's point of view.

While we do not anticipate any problems with any child, we are aware that with changes in school, new teachers and the new environment, a child can  and will experience confusion and display some behaviors that are not typical of that child. At Grace Montessori School, we make every effort to work with parents and children to help make this transition as smooth as possible for parents and children as well as our staff members. 

In the event that we are unable to help a child make the transition within a 30 to 90 day period, we may have to make the tough decision to remove the child from our school to avoid interruptions in the daily routine of the other children as well as our staff members. 

Please be assured that before a decision is made to dismiss ANY child from our school, we assess the situation, work the child, the parents and any outside sources the parents may be working with, to ensure that every chance is given to the child to avoid any further changes in their daily routine. Every consideration will be given to the child and we will do our best to keep them enrolled, however, we do have to look out for the safety, well being and over all atmosphere at Grace Montessori School and we hope you will understand and work with us as needed in this area.

If the methods described above do not bring the desired result, a conference will be called with the parents, Teacher and Administrator to seek solutions to the problem together.

School is just around the corner. Listed below are the items and information you will need to bring on parent night.

1. A change of clothes: pants, underwear, socks and shirt. Please identify clothing with your child's initials and place them inside of a gallon Zip-Lock bag. Store their change of clothing in their backpack or on a hook in their cubby. Remember to update the clothing as the weather changes.

2. A backpack: Please print your child's name on the outside of the backpack.

3. A pair of slippers: Please identify your child's slippers by writing their name in permanent marker on the slippers. These need to be basic slippers with nothing sticking out with rubber soles. 
4. A sleep sack: If your child will be napping, they will need a blanket to fully cover them, a small pillow if needed and a pillow case to store these items in. Please identify each item with your child's name in permanent maker. Sleep sacks will be sent home on Friday or the last day of school for the week to be washed and brought back on the next day of school.


6. A wet bag i.e.  

7. Lunch: Please print your child's name on the outside of their lunch box using a permanent marker. Please see our list of healthy lunch and snack items. If your child is staying for the afternoon/extended day, please pack a snack for them to have in the afternoon. We ask that you DO NOT put candy or juice drinks in your child's lunch. THANK YOU!

8. Individual snack: You will receive a snack calendar each month. Please note the date where your child's name is placed and provide the snack for that day. A healthy snack will be suggested. Please bring enough snack for the number of children listed and bring in the snack the day before your child's snack day.

9. Birthday celebration: We will celebrate your child's birthday on or close to their actual birth day date. We will place their name on the snack calendar in the appropriate space so you may bring in a healthy snack of your child's choice.

10. Birthday Sheet: Please fill out the birthday sheet and return it on parents night.

11: Bright Wheel: Parent/Guardian must sign up for Bright Wheel website/app. https://info.mybrightwheel.com/
12: Emergency card: Please add emergency contact or pickup information on Bright Wheel.
